SMS Gateway Monitoring System
· One of the critical aspects in implementing CLTS is to monitor community progress achieving/maintaining ODF.

· In large scale CLTS implementation, the monitoring system needs to be institutionalized into organization that has chain from village level to central government level.

· The current monitoring practice fail to maintain the data chain from village level to central or even district level.

· SMS Gateway Monitoring System offered promising system that data from village level can be collected and put into aggregated system through web based system

· The data delivered by facilitator/midwife who are based in village through a SMS gateway, so that risk of broken chain delivering the data can be minimized, and less effort and cost needed for this delivery.
· Three kinds set of data for the initial set up should be delivered by midwife/village facilitator: name of communities, baseline data, triggering date.

· In the following periods (week/month), the midwife/village facilitators just need only to send one data regarding progress of the community achieving ODF.

· This system now is being implemented in two districts in East Java.  And meanwhile province government of East Java is keen to scale it up to province wide.
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
